Speaking of participation, there are only 111 sanctioned players in Louisiana this year, an
all-time low. And some of those players are not active.

Due to a lack of response from local Clubs, there was no March, 2019 issue of the Chatter.
Although we still haven’t received any news from the Clubs that they may want to include
in this issue, we’re going with what we have. Some highlights from awards banquets which
should have been in the March issue, will be included in this one.

The State Mixed Doubles and State Doubles were held in Welsh and Monroe, respectively.
Those results are posted later in this issue. We must say, the NELA Club did a great job in
keeping us hydrated in what was a Killer day temperature-wise. Artie and his group did
well without the use of the pavillion, which was a result of a park official being negligent in
his scheduling duties.

The 2019 World Tournament was held in Wichita Falls, Texas. Thanks to Al Dodson and
Pat Pertuit for representing Louisiana at the annual delegate meeting.

14 players from Louisiana competed and unfortunately, only 3 placed in the money.
Congratulations to Nancy Woods 4" in Women’s “G” class, Mary Begnaud also 4" in
Women’s “E” class, and Mike Fonseca 3™ in Senior Men’s Class “E”. Although he did not
place in the money, Tim Gilmore finished with the 18" highest ringer percent in Elders, and
was the second alternate to play in the Championship Finals, two players short of being in
the finals.

The next World Tournament will be held in Monroe, La. In 2020. We hope that our
Louisiana players will enter in record numbers.

Don’t forget, the last stop on the Horseshoe Tour is again in Patterson. Keep Oct. 12 & 13
open for this event.

Hope to see everyone in Patterson and Shreveport at our remaining State events.
